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FAST FACTS – Nation
One in eight women will be diagnosed with breast cancer during their lifetime in the U.S.
An estimated 207,090 new cases of invasive breast cancer are expected to occur among women in the U.S. during 2010.

There are about 2.5 million breast cancer survivors alive in the U.S. today.

One woman is diagnosed with breast cancer every three minutes, and one woman will die of breast cancer every 13 minutes in the U.S.

The 5-yr relative survival for female breast cancer patients has improved from 63% in 1960 to 89% today.

FAST FACTS – Oklahoma

Oklahoma doctors diagnose approximately 2,500 women yearly with breast cancer and of those 475 die from the disease.

In 2002 Oklahoma ranked 6th in the US for highest percentage of women who had gone 5 years or more since their last mammogram.
FAST FACTS – Tulsa

Tulsa County’s breast cancer incidence and mortality rates are higher than the state and national averages.

African American women have the highest percentage presenting at late stage (Stage III or IV), approximately double that of all other ethnicities.

Females ages 18-64 in Tulsa County, approximately 19.6% (37,640) were estimated to be uninsured in 2009, higher than the national average.
Between 2003 and 2007 there were an estimated 457 deaths confirmed from the disease.
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
